Commitment to excellence is evidenced by Accreditation of University 
by National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC) with Grade A'; accreditation of 
teaching hospitals and blood bank by National Accreditation Board for Hospital (NABH); and 
accreditation of diagnostic laboratories by Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration 
Laboratories (NABL). These accreditations are a reflection of the highest standards of 
academic programs, technical competence of medical laboratories following ISO/IEC 
17025:2005, ISO 15189:2007 Standards, and hospital standards in consonance with global 
benchmarks set by International Society for Quality in Healthcare. These standards are also 
testimony of highest standards of patient safety and quality of care provided by teaching 
hospitals of MGMIHS. 

 

Today, MGMIHS is a multi-specialty health sciences university where it's Medical Colleges, 
and Department of Biomedical Sciences, Physiotherapy, and Nursing offer a variety of 
undergraduate, postgraduate, super specialty and PhD degree programmes.

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MGMIHS OMICS Research Center is mainly accelerating the basic and applied research in 
the area of drug discovery and molecular diagnostics. The center is recognized by Scientific 
and Industrial Research Organization (SIRO) as a part of MGM Central Research Laboratory 
of MGM Medical College, Navi Mumbai. 

 

 

 

 

This center aims to provide interdisciplinary platform for applied research where concept and 
innovation are mainly revolving around the integration of advanced knowledge of protein 
science, enzymology, metabolic network, natural products chemistry, green synthesis etc.  The 
thrust areas of this centre are biomarker discovery, drug discovery, nano-biotechnology, 
reversal of drug resistance and green technology. The center is well equipped with basic and 
advanced instruments. It is also powered by availability of cell culture, daphnia culture and 
microbial culture facilities. Protein based production of metallic quantum dots facility is the 
major attraction of the center. Currently, the center is actively engaged in anti-diabesity; drug 
sensitivity enhancement in malaria and tuberculosis; and quantum dots for their application in 
TB detection. This center also provides central facilities for various divisions of MGM Medical 
College and Hospital as an interdisciplinary research platform.  

MGMIHS OMICS Research centre 
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The center has also supported Ph.D. programs in subjects like Medical Biotechnology and 
Molecular Biology under MGMIHS. M.Sc. Molecular Biology (2 years) program under MGM 
School of Biomedical Sciences and MGMIHS Incubation and Innovation Centre and 
Institution’s Innovation Council (IIC), MGMIHS. During this period research was in the 
domains of drug discovery, diagnostics, technical validation o etc. 

Drug discovery 

Natural products have been well explored for various drug discovery programs. Several 
projects have been explored and extended using natural products. Natural product has been 
also explored for green synthesis of nanomaterials including quantum dots. Main domain in 
the area of drug discovery explored is anti-diabesity, drug sensitivity enhancer etc. 

 

 

Anti-diabesity  

Antidiabesity molecule/ multifunctional molecule with potential to target metabolic enzymes- 
pancreatic lipase and α-glucosidase along with antioxidant activity are selected as therapeutic 
target for management of diabesity. Discovery of such molecule may avoid drug-drug 
interaction that occurs during consumption of different drugs and due to natural origin may 
also lower adverse effects. Various plant extracts have been screened for multifunctionality. 
Antidiabesity molecule has been identified and characterized. Characterization of anti-

Thin layer chromatogram of plant extract showing different phytocomponents 
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diabesity molecule was done using various techniques like Fourier transform Infra-Red 
spectroscopy analysis, High Performance Thin Layer Chromatographic, LC MS/ MS analysis 
etc. The research work focusing this concept has been published in International and National 
peer reviewed journals. International award for the work was also received.   

 

Drug sensitivity enhancement: Malaria and Tuberculosis 

In reference to drug resistance, the center has explored various concepts including efflux pump 
inhibition for reversal of drug resistance. This center was actively engaged in developing in 
vitro chloroquine and rifampicin resistance model for drug sensitivity enhancement. In case of 
chloroquine sensitivity enhancement, malarial parasite and mammalian cell (Chinese Hamster 
ovary cell) model was established. Whereas, for rifampicin sensitivity enhancement, bacterial 
system was established. For both the drugs, natural molecules were explored for their 
sensitivity enhancement in vitro. Further in this direction, efforts were also made to introduce 
nanotechnology for synthesis of nanoforms of the natural molecule for their improved 
properties and activities. Phytochemical profiling and isolation of efflux pump modulating 
principles from plants were also carried out. 
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Search for Natural molecule for chronic periodontitis  

Chronic periodontitis which is characterized by chronic inflammation in the periodontal tissues 
that is caused by the build up of dental plaque. Management of chronic periodontitis is 
generally done by scaling and root planning by mechanical removal/reduction of bacterial mass 
and calculus in the subgingival environment. The frequent use of antibiotics is associated with 
unnecessary side effect. Search of natural molecule in this domain certainly open new avenue.  
Work has been initiated by Identification of Chronic Periodontitis on the basis of enzyme 
signature and simple treatment using plant-based molecule.  

Diagnostics 

MGMIHS OMICS Research Center is giving importance to highly efficient and sensitive 
detection technique. Centre is interested to deliver diagnostics at very low cost in the mode 
point of care. Therefore, advanced and smart material synthesis is primary requirement. 
Quantum dot is one of such material in this direction.  

Quantum dot synthesis  

Quantum dots have attracted a lot of attention in the medical field, including Diagnostics. 
Nanobiotechnology is one of the major thrust areas of MGMIHS OMICS Research Center. 
Extending the domain, synthesis of Silicon dioxide quantum dots was studied extensively. 
Biogenic as well as chemical routes for synthesis were explored in-depth. Studies related to 
binding of the said quantum dots to monoclonal antibody has also been initiated for its 
application in TB detection. The preliminary characterization of these quantum dots has been 
carried out successfully using spectrophotoflurometric analysis.  
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Search for new Biomarker knee articular cartilage 

Effect of squatting on knee articular cartilage in healthy adults was taken in consideration. 
Articular cartilage is known to be influenced by habitual physical loading stimulus. Multi-
factorial interaction between biomechanical variables of loading, biochemical markers of 
articular cartilage degradation and structural defects in the cartilage, would enable early 
identification of altered mechanical loading and change in the tissue biochemistry which serve 
as risk factors for development of early knee OA. The objective of this study was to understand 
the dose-dependent response of articular cartilage in people with varying habitual squatting 
exposure. The knowledge generated will enable prescription of this excellent weight-bearing 
activity as a life style measure for maintaining knee mobility, muscle strength and cartilage 
health to perhaps delay early onset OA in healthy adults. 
 

Through comprehensive robust biomechanical evaluation using 3D motion capture, MRI 
imaging of knee, levels of biochemical biomarker urinary collage type II telopeptide (uCTx II), 
super-oxide scavenging activity in some biological fluids, level of habitual physical activity 
and BMI. We explored associations between structural, biomechanical and biochemical 
variables indicative of cartilage degeneration and antioxidant status.

Green technology 

Protein adsorbed carbon for removal of arsenic and fluoride from water 

Water is essential for human existence, propagation and sustenance of all biotic life on earth 
or elsewhere. Almost 71% area of our earth is covered by water. The groundwater is an 
important source of water, but due to misuse of resources, increased industrial progress and 
scientific advancement it is getting contaminated and poisonous to drink. The pure and clean 
water is essentially important for our health. The presence of toxic molecules and heavy metals 
in water sources has gained a lot of attention as consumption of contaminated drinking water 
is responsible for a lot of diseases. Arsenic and fluoride are two such harmful contaminants 
that are known to cause contamination of water. Therefore, the seed protein of Moringa oleifera 
was used to fuse with natural charcoal like coconut shell and wood-based charcoal in order to 
prepare a system for the removal of contaminants like fluoride and arsenic present in the water. 
A water purification system was developed using M. oleifera protein adsorbed coconut shell 
and can be used to reduce fluoride levels in water. Extended work can help to determine the 
reduction of arsenic levels too. 
Other projects  

The centre is aggressively supporting Ph.D. programs of Department of Paediatrics in the area 
of malaria and tuberculosis research. In paediatric group with malaria, Plasmodium specific 
phospholipase A2 were measured and its correlation with the severity of the disease was 
analysed. On the other side in paediatric group with Tuberculosis, lipolytic enzyme levels 
secreted by Tubercle bacilli were observed. Besides this, number of minor projects mainly in 
the domain of drug discovery was carried out.

The team of MGM Centre of Human Movement Science welcomed the Chairpersons and guests. A 

tour of the Centre was conducted and the visitors were appraised of the ongoing activities at the 

Centre.

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Future Initiatives  
MGM Centre of Human Movement Science has planned future initiatives in training, research, 

patient care and technology design and validation based on its experience in last 5 years. 

 

Training: In an attempt to bridge the gap in integrated biomechanics knowledge of health and 

engineering graduates, the Centre plans to scale its existing efforts nationwide; to offer a credit 

choice based module on Clinical Biomechanics, Sports Biomechanics (Indian Traditional sports), 

Traditional Movement Science to graduates and research scholars in a blended mode 

environment, which is in tune with the objectives of new Education Policy 2020. The Team at 

MGMCHMS is compiling a Textbook of Biomechanics of Indigenous Movements; which will serve 

as a resource material to inform this science to students, researchers, clinicians and engineers 

working in provision of healthcare and design of pertinent technology. A Yogasana evidence 

based brochure is in the making for easy reference of clinicians, Yoga practitioners and grass root 

level healthcare workers to execute evidence based Yoga practice. 

 

Research: Covid 19 pandemic has awakened us to notice our negligible investment in public 

health. In order to strengthen our efforts to adopt movement as a therapeutic device for health 

promotion and reduction of burden of non-communicable diseases and delay disability caused by 

movement disorders, we have planned to scale the collaborative interdisciplinary research 

model. Successful outcome of interdisciplinary research model engaging health and engineering 

research scholars of Masters and PhD programs has motivated us to plan larger number of 

interdisciplinary research projects to achieve the goal of applied translational research to 

enhance function of people with movement disorders and reduce disability. 

 

Patient-care: Lack of e-evaluation tools for early detection, measurement, function monitoring 

and rehabilitation based on appropriate clinical algorithms prompted the Team at MGMCHMS to 

develop mobile-based technology to promote movement as a therapeutic device for people with                

musculo-skeletal, neurological & cardio-respiratory disorders, amputation, etc. 

 

Technology design and validation: e-Hackathons in rehabilitation technology are in the 

planning for designing innovative technology for enhancement of movement performance and 

reduction of disability caused by movement disorders. The Centre has planned to reach out to 

various Innovation Centres across India to inform them of availability of robust, gold-standard 

technology available for validation of technology pertinent to rehabilitation. We are engaged in 

attempts to build partnership with Industry to establish a conduit to transfer the validated 

technology to the market and ultimately reach the patient.  

 

Enthused response from dynamic researchers in the field of human movement science has 

initiated the activity of forming a vibrant National Society of Biomechanics/Human Movement 

Science for development of this science in India and represent internationally as an affiliate 

Society of International Society of Biomechanics.

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MGM School of Physiotherapy was established in 2008 by MGM Institute of Health Sciences, Navi 

Mumbai as a constituent unit of MGM Institute of Health Sciences (Grade ‘A’ by the National 

Assessment and Accreditation Council) by MGMIHS the Mahatma Gandhi Mission (MGM) Trust 

with a futuristic vision to provide qualitative education by applying innovative and dynamic pedagogical 

techniques, promote health, prevent and cure diseases, advancing biomedical and clinical research and 

educational programs for tomorrow’s physicians and scientists. 

Graduate program of Bachelor of Physiotherapy (BPT) commenced in 2008 with an exclusive 

curriculum designed to train students with globally competent skills and locally required focus, which 

emphasized on modular content, ongoing assessment and research training. The BPT program was 

received well by students across Mumbai, Navi Mumbai and rest of the country. Therefore, the intake 

of students gradually increased from 50 seats in 2008 to 70 seats in 2013 to 100 in 2019 owing to rising 

ratio of applications to admission capacity and recognition of need of Physiotherapists for Indian 

healthcare provision. Open day programs are conducted to orient prospective students about the program 

and enhance admissions. The 1st batch of students qualified in 2012 and competed successfully to 

achieve placements across the country and abroad for higher education and clinical practice. The 

Institute encourages gender equality by offering equal opportunities and enhances student diversity by 

admitting students throughout the nation through merit. 

Master’s program in Physiotherapy (MPT) commenced in 2008 with a focus to train Physiotherapy 

graduates across the country to achieve specialization necessary for first contact practice and develop 

further research skills to contribute to scientific body of knowledge. Specialization available in areas of 

Musculo-skeletal Physiotherapy, Neurophysiotherapy, Cardio-pulmonary Physiotherapy, Sports 

Physiotherapy and Preventive and Community Physiotherapy provides aspiring graduates a wide range 

of subjects for choice. Our various collaborations Nationally for instance BETiC IIT-Bombay, IIT- 

Madras, Indian Institute of Science, Bangalore, Kaivalyadham Yoga Institute, Lonavala and 

Internationally to name a few, Cardiff University, United Kingdom; University of Sydney, Australia, 

Queens University, Canada strengthen the student training and research. 

MGMSOP commenced doctoral program in Physiotherapy in 2010, when very few universities were 

offering PhD program in India. Currently, 7 PhD students are pursuing research projects addressing a 

wide range of current health problems related to non-communicable disorders and evidence based 

education. 

Since the establishment of first Physiotherapy School in South East Asia at Seth G.S. Medical College 

and K.E.M. Hospital, Mumbai, 66 years later, 37 km away MGM School of Physiotherapy established 

CBCS system for the Physiotherapy programs in alignment with University Grants Commission 

Guidelines. 

Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) was initiated by UGC in all Indian Universities to enhance 
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academic standards and quality in higher education through innovation and improvements in curriculum, 

teaching- learning process, examination and evaluation systems. The main highlight of the CBCS 

curriculum is that it introduces academic flexibility to students Nationally and Internationally and 

freedom in designing the evaluation methods and teaching– learning methods and adopts a sensible 

system for awarding the grades based on the performance of students as against the conventional system 

of marks. 

The grading system is considered to be better than the conventional marks system and hence it has been 

followed in the top institutions in India and abroad. Introduction of a uniform grading system will 

facilitate student mobility across institutions within and across countries and also enable potential 

employers to assess the performance of students. To bring in the desired uniformity, in grading system 

and method for computing the cumulative grade point average (CGPA) based on the performance of 

students in the examinations, we have adopted the guidelines formulated by UGC. We have introduced 

the Bachelor in Physiotherapy (BPT) program of four and half years offering 184 credits and the Master 

in Physiotherapy (MPT) program of two years offering 90-94 credits.  

Additionally, we have integrated learning outcome-based framework into the curriculum for 

undergraduate education as suggested by the University Grants Commission. Well defined learning 

outcomes is critical for enabling effective participation of young people in knowledge production, 

participation in knowledge economy, improving national competiveness in a globalized world and 

equipping young people with skills relevant to global and national standards. The outcome oriented 

curriculum will enhance employability of graduates and enable translation of academic research into 

innovations for practical use in society and economy. 

Learning outcomes-based approach specifies what graduates completing BPT program are expected to 

know, understand and able to do after completing the program. The BPT degree is awarded based on 

demonstration of achievement of outcomes in terms of knowledge, skills, attitudes and values and 

academic standards expected of the graduate. The expected learning outcomes help define the graduate 

attributes, qualification descriptors, program learning outcomes, course learning outcomes, curriculum 

planning, design, delivery and review of the academic program. These outcomes are achieved through 

the use of various student centric active-learning pedagogies for example integrated learning, 

experiential learning opportunities, participatory learning, project based learning, patient centric and 

evidence based learning and use of role play which has been effectively transitioned to blended mode 

of learning during the COVID- 19 pandemic. 
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The BPT CBCS Curriculum has been designed with reference to National Education Policy 2020, 

guidelines of Ministry of Health, existing curriculum of state Universities within the country, generic 

guidelines of University Grant Commission, global guidelines for curriculum, input from experts in the 

field of Physiotherapy and feedback from stakeholders namely students, teachers, alumni, employers 

and professionals to remain in consonance with the spirit of choice-based credit system and learning 

objective based curriculum. 

 

The courses of the BPT and MPT program are structured such that learning is vertically and horizontally 

integrated into the curriculum. The CBCS curriculum offered by MGM School of Physiotherapy offers 

a certain degree of flexibility in taking courses Nationally and Internationally. Course learning is aligned 

to the program learning outcomes and graduate attributes. The BPT program is inclusive of 9 semesters 

inclusive of 54 core courses and 28 weeks of compulsory rotator internship, (122 Credits), 5 ability 

enhancement compulsory courses (AECC-12 credits), 6 ability enhancement elective courses (AEEC–

6 credits) and 12 discipline specific skill electives (SEC–12 credits) and 2 generic electives (GEC–2 

credits). In semester V to VIII practical training will place emphasis on specific skill training on healthy 

adults as well as patient in order to gain core competences. Supervised clinical training (CLT) is 

included in each semester (30 credits). The MPT program is inclusive of 4 semesters inclusive of 12

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core courses, (35 Credits), 6 ability enhancement compulsory courses (AECC- 14 credits), 6 ability 

enhancement elective courses (AEEC – 6 credits) and 3 discipline specific skill electives (SEC – 4 

credits) and 2 generic electives (GEC – 2 credits). Clinical training (CLT) is included in each semester 

(22 credits). Research project will be submitted as a mandatory requirement for award of Master’s 

degree (7 credits). 

In addition to the core courses, the elective courses offer a very specific or advanced subject of study or 

which provides an extended scope or which enables exposure to some other domain or expertise, hands- 

on-training, competencies or skills. 

Evaluation of the courses vary as appropriate to the subject area, inclusive of formative and summative 

assessment, ongoing comprehensive assessment in the form of closed and open book tests, objectively 

structured practical examination (OSPE), objectively structured clinical examination (OSCE), problem- 

based assignments, practical assignments, observation of practical skills, project reports, case reports, 

viva, seminars, essays, and others.
